City Directories — A look into your ancestor’s lives

City directories are a great resource for information about your ancestors. They can be used as a
census substitute and for tracking your ancestors as they migrated around town or across the country.
City directories can also provide historical context during your ancestor’s lifetime. Finding information
about where they lived and what they did can provide clues for searching for more information about
them.

Using the city directory
e Confirm on the title page who published it and when.
e Check the index to see where information is located.
e Check the abbreviations in front of the names to understand what abbreviations next to your
ancestor’s entry means.
e Check variations of spelling of your ancestor’s name — spelling didn’t count for some time.
e |f possible, search for your ancestor’s address to see who all lived there.
e Read the town’s history for additional clues about your ancestor’s life.
e Use the city directories to create a timeline of your ancestor’s life.

What you can find:
e Historical Information about the town.
e Local, State, and National government information.
e Some city directories will have pictures of the city and/or pictures of buildings in the town.
e Maps of the city.
e Alist of businesses and information about the businesses.
e Locations, meeting times, and general information about churches and societies.
e List of newspapers, churches, general social activities for your ancestor.
e QOccupations & business addresses
e Advertisements with information about what your ancestor’s may have bought.
e Where your ancestor lived
e Street and Avenue list — list of street name changes.
